panambí morotí

“White butterfly” in Guaraní, lends its name to this piece, inspired by the 
Morpho epistrophus argentinus, a native butterfly that inhabits riverine forests 
from Misiones to Buenos Aires.
Originally designed by Argentine architects in 1938, the iconic Butterfly 
Chair-now part of MoMA New York’s permanent collection—finds new 
expression in this version crafted from rigid cowhide with reinforced stitching 
for lasting strength and character.

cowhide design.

Made from Argentine 
cowhide with hair, this rug 
features a unique design 
composed of 5 x 15 cm 

rectangular cuts, carefully 
assembled and stitched with 

a durable zigzag finish.



Argentine wool, noble and 
pure, comes from small-scale 
producers who raise their 
sheep with care and dedication.

Each piece is handwoven on 
traditional looms by artisans 
from northern Argentina, 
keepers of an ancestral craft 
passed down through 
generations.

Dyed with natural pigments and 
free from environmental impact, 
they embody the authentic 
spirit of the land and its 
people.

Woven on a traditional loom with 100% Argentine sheep wool. Its firm texture, 10 mm 
thickness, and high durability make it ideal for high-traffic areas. The colors come from 
natural dyes extracted from plants, bark, flowers, and minerals. Each rug is a tribute to 

ancestral techniques and knowledge passed down through generations.
